Repaired Panel* vs. New Panel*

1. Apply pin-hole eliminator to body plastic. 1. Clean panel/edges/vehicle for refinish.
2. Sand pin-hole eliminator. 2. Sand and prep panel.
3. Featheredge damaged area for primer. 3. Mask/bag for sealer and paint.
4. Mask/bag car for etch & two-part fill primer. 4. Mix sealer.
5. Wax and grease for contamination. 5. Mix color (minimum amounts required).
